Following public consultation, two objections were received
along with comments of support. Objections have been
considered in a report to the Cabinet Member. The Cabinet
Member gave formal approval to proceed as advertised on
19/07/23.

An order has been issued to the Contractor to undertake this
work and the legal Order will be effective from 9" October
2023.

Issue 3-20-9 A4 Calne /
Quemerford — Request for
crossing point to enable
access to Quemerford Post
Office from Stockley Lane

Issue submitted by Calne Town Council

Trial holes determined that underground services were present
close to the footway surface meaning that the kerbs could not
be lowered where first planned. An alternative crossing point,
approximately 8m closer to the town was considered but later
ruled out due to insufficient sight-lines for pedestrians.

There is an established crossing point located 100m east of
the bridge, to allow access towards the Post Office. Currently
this crossing point is not particularly accessible for those using
wheelchairs, mobility scooters or with pushchairs, due to a full
height kerb and sub-standard footway surface, at the entrance
to Quemerford Mill.

Highways recommend the removal of this kerb and surfacing of
the aea of footway requiring attention. The opportunity to clear
gullies and drainage channels to lower the risk of deep ponding
will also be taken. Please see Appendix 3. The cost to
undertake this work has been estimated at £8225.00 and the
Town Council have provided confirmation of their 30%
contribution.

The original scheme, with crossing point, had been approved
by the LHFIG at a cost of £14,870.23.

The cost of the CAT Scan and Trial Holes amounted to
£1,473.62, which is not included as part of the estimated
£8225 above.

The group were content to proceed on this basis.

have been reviewed again by Highways. Officers were minded
to support an extension of the 30 mph (Section 2 of the
assessed area), and this latest review has centred on Section
4 of the report.

Officers note the following:

e The primary function of the road is to provide local
access.
Mean speed was recorded as 39.4 mph.

e There are 12 dwellings which front this section, over a
distance of approximately 1000m.

e There are numerous accesses, some residential, others
agricultural.

e There are no footways or street lights to assist
pedestrians and cyclists heading to and from the village
amenities.

The criteria for setting 40 mph speed limits is open to
interpretation but noting the points above, officers are now
content to support this request. The cost to implement these
changes, inclusive of legal fees is estimated at £6,000.00

The group were pleased with this outcome and the Parish
representatives were content to commit a 30% contribution
towards costs.

Highways can advise that a further review of speed limits is to
take place along the entire length of the A3102 as part of the
A3102 Safety Study, along with other measures being
considered. This review is to be funded centrally with no
further contribution from the LHFIG.

Hilmarton PC are content for the Safety Study to progress and
are minded to clost this Issue with the LHFIG.

contained in the original assessment report, Highways
commissioned a further review (at no additional cost to the
LHFIG), see Appendix 5. The new report has recommended
the introduction of a 40 mph section, between the village gates,
each side of Studley Crossroads. The new report also
recommends an extension of the 50 mph limit on the East side
of the Crossroads to the junction with Norley Lane. The report
no longer supports the introduction of a 50 mph limit, West of
the white gates, which would mean the removal of a short
section of 50 mph limit, a distance of just 195m.
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The cost to implement these changes, inclusive of legal fees is
estimated at £10,000.00

Following further discussion, and with general support to take
this forward, it was agreed to recommend funding be allocated,
subject to a final local consultation by the PC and confirmation
of their 30% contribution.

There are concerns that the existing barrier did not restrain a
vehicle which left the carriageway heading towards Calne,
entered private property, and resulted in a fatal collision. It
should be noted that the purpose of the barrier is to restrain
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vehicles heading in the opposite direction. The request is to
extend the barrier by approximately 30 metres.

There is uncertainty as to whether this request sits within the
remit of the LHFIG. Vehicle Restraint Systems are managed
by the Council’s Structures Team and this request has been

forwarded to them for consideration.

The lane is rural in nature and is unlikely to meet the criteria for
a lower speed limit. Passing places would need to be
constructed to full carriageway specification to accommodate
heavy agricultural vehicles. A ball park figure to construct one
passing place is likely to be somewhere between £15K and
£20K.

Warning sign provisions were reviewed as part of a previous
CATG project approximately 5 years ago and are in good
order. Signs are provided to warn of horse and riders and
double bend signs are positioned on approach to River's
Brook. There are no signs provided to warn of Pedestrians in
the Road.

PC are content with the signing provisions along the lane and
no longer consider this Issue to be a priority.

To recommend to the Area Board
that this Issue is closed.

The Town Council have requested the creation of a lay-by on
the North side of the A3102, to allow the bus to pull off of the
main carriageway. A length of new footway would also be
needed to link to the entrance to the sports centre.

Bus Operators are no longer in favour of stopping within lay-
bys due to delays encountered when exiting. Nowadays, hew
stops are developed within the running carriageway. This also

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helps to slow other vehicles when the bus is present, reducing
risk of collisions. A site visit has been made and the presence
of mains water, drainage and electricity supply has been noted
in this area. Street lighting is also present.

Highways support this request but would encourage an on-
carriageway stop, but to include infrastructure such as raised
kerbs, an extended footway and a shelter. All of this could be
provided at a much reduced cost when compared to the
creation of a lay-hy.
