Project Summary:

The project will provide the floodlights required for Trowbridge Town FC to play in Football Association (FA)
leagues higher than their current Wiltshire League which is at Step 7 of the FA ladder. In order to be promoted,
TTFC need floodlights and other ground improvements including new dugouts and changing rooms (the latter
having already been provided). The club is hoping to gain promotion from the Wiltshire League to the Western
League Division One at Step 6. In the 2022-23 season the first team won the Wiltshire League but the lack of
floodlights and other facilities prevented them being promoted. For comparison, Bradford on Avon, Warminster
and Devizes play at Step 6, Corsham at Step 5, Melksham and Westbury at Step 4 and Chippenham at Step 2. The
lights will also enable the Under-18 team of 16- and 17-year-olds to play in the Wiltshire U18 Floodlit League. In
enabling these two developments, the lights will mean that the club's hundreds of younger players from the age
of nine upwards can aspire in time to play for Trowbridge Town FC in the higher leagues rather than opting to
play their football elsewhere.

Having recently been awarded a National Lottery Salary Funding Grant to employ a P/T Fundraiser
and a P/T Marketing Coordinator for 3 years, combined with a steady increase in referrals from external agencies
such as Turning Point, schools, social services etc, means we anticipate higher growth over the next 12 months
than seen previously. So this year we aim to reach a further 13 adults and 10 teenagers in Trowbridge.

Project Summary:

We would like your support to help fund the programme costs of the 12 young people from Trowbridge
currently on Years 3 of the programme and the Youth Support Worker salary costs associated with the support
of these 12 young people. Our specially designed three-school-year Youth Adventure Programme includes three
residential camps (Mountain, Coastal and Forest) , an Explore Day, 3 Activity Days and 4 Pathway Days, all
supplemented with the ongoing support, mentoring and guidance of our skilled programme team, who are in
constant contact with the young people throughout, offering them support in between camps and activity days.

SILT will deliver a series of 6 art sessions with attendees of Trowbridge Future Youth, culminating in a
professionally curated exhibition at the SILT project space in Trowbridge town centre. These sessions will be
focussed on sustainable image making using plant based colour and photo-sensitive surfaces. The sessions will
cover: Making plant based emulsions and light sensitive papers for anthotype prints, cyanotypes, exploring
camera obscuras, a plant identification and colour-finding walk, exploring gradients and colour use and a
collage session incorporating sustainable materials from the SILT studio and the previous art sessions. The
exhibition will have an accompanying text and poster, and following the workshops and exhibition a pair of
legacy books will be produced to be housed at the Trowbridge Future Youth premises and at SILT.
