We would use local builders or electricians to help put
money back into the community. We now lease to old people’s lunch groups, youth club, silver band and adult
learning, so improved insulation would encourage greater usage. The Memorial Hall is heavily used and not able to
handle the demand of our large village. Weddings and funeral receptions also take place in the Church Room so a

new kitchen is greatly needed.
