a) Tolook at formula factors and methodologies from other local authorities —
particularly Wiltshire’s statistical neighbours where the attainment gap is narrower;

b) To focus the review on the two targeted elements of social deprivation allocation and
analyse the impact of moving to a post code basis for distribution;

c) Tolink the review of the formula with the wider piece of work on Narrowing the Gap
being led by Stephanie Denovan

d) To bring initial proposals to the group in June.
