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long as the price for these commodities remains high, criminals will continue to target thes 
sorts of premises. 
 
 Linked to non-dwelling rural burglaries is the theft of Quad Bikes. This is a growing problem 
across the South of England. In Wiltshire, Warminster, Marlborough and Pewsey are the 
hot spots. We are actively targeting persons we believe likely to be behind these offences 
and have put in place a patrol strategy that includes the stop checking of flatbeds, pickups, 
boxed vans and not surprisingly Quads. So please, if you are stop checked be patient. We 
won’t delay you any longer than is absolutely necessary. 
 
Other offenders are currently targeting insecure vehicles left on people’s drives. These 
criminals make a search of the vehicle looking for spare keys. If they find keys they will 
steal the car or van. Early in December three or four vehicles in Pewsey were targeted in 
this way. One pick up on a drive had the keys in the ignition and only wasn’t stolen because 
it was blocked in by the family car. However, the keys were taken which caused all sorts of 
nuisance and expense.  
 
So please, think security. Criminals are lazy. If you make your property hard to steal, or 
hard to sell on, they will go elsewhere. If you see anything or anyone that is suspicious 
report it straight away.
