The Krazy Kings Club was started in August 2010 and it is now proving to 
be successful with bookings from Malmesbury  Primary School, St 
Joseph's and Lea and Garsdon.We now collect children from all three 
schools on most days a week , we are fully booked on a Tuesday. 
The local community will benefit from this project in two ways. Firstly we 
provide affordable childcare and afterschool care for working parents, by 
providing a one stop place for parents with children up to the age of 11 
years old.Parents can work longer hours knowing there is a place for their 
children to attend.This will help to boost the local employment levels. 
Secondly the nursery believe the community will benefit from these 
children having a safe and secure place to attend whilst their parents have 
to work. The nursery believes that by giving young children a good 
foundation will lead to families being more secure and it will help the 
children to develop a sense of responsibility in their community.
