Tidworth has the largest number of reported incidents in Wiltshire. A 
recent study found that following deployment 50% of men commit an 
abusive act, within the first two weeks. There are few  services in Wiltshire 
that specialise with Domestic Abuse services with children, even fewer for 
children under 5. Freedom is currently only offered in Salisbury in 
Wiltshire. The Faciliitator has run other Freedom groups in Wiltshire and 
these are all well attended.The Helping Hands course follows the 
Freedom programme as parents become more aware of the impact on the 
children, and have the confidence to deal with it.t

 The impact of Domestic Abuse is far reaching and carries on long after the abuse has finished. Women loose 
confidence , are often diagnosed with mental health issues, and struggle with parenting. Children living in the 
household, particulary the under fives, have speech delay, difficulty sleeping, devlopment delay and are generaly 
unlikely to fufill their potential.
