Reason for Proposal 
 
The Forward View will have significant implications for all partners.  
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The NHS Five Year Forward View 
 
1. The NHS Five Year Forward View was published on 23 October 2014 and 

sets out a vision for the future of the NHS. It has been developed by the 
partner organisations that deliver and oversee health and care services 
including NHS England, Public Health England, Monitor, Health Education 
England, the Care Quality Commission and the NHS Trust Development 
Authority. Patient groups, clinicians and independent experts have also 
provided their advice to create a collective view of how the health service 
needs to change over the next five years if it is to close the widening gaps in 
the health of the population, quality of care and the funding of services. 
 

2. The purpose of the Five Year Forward View is to articulate why change is 
needed, what that change might look like and how we can achieve it. It 
describes various models of care which could be provided in the future, 
defining the actions required at local and national level to support delivery. 
Everyone will need to play their part – system leaders, NHS staff, patients 
and the public – to realise the potential benefits for us all. It covers areas 
such as disease prevention; new, flexible models of service delivery tailored 
to local populations and needs; integration between services; and consistent 
leadership across the health and care system. 
 

3.  The Five Year Forward View starts the move towards a different NHS, 
recognising the challenges and outlining potential solutions to the big 
questions facing health and care services in England. It defines the 
framework for further detailed planning about how the NHS needs to evolve 
over the next five years.
