The Kennet & Avon Canal is, today, a sceanic tourist attraction, picturesque local feature, free leisure space and distinctive part of local heritage because it was saved by local volunteers who dedicated their time and resources to rescuing it from delapidation. This celebration will benefit local people by introducing more individuals to the canal and its heritage. By contributing to the lantern parade this project will support that valuable tourist attraction which boosts the local economy. By providing an insight into the heritage of the local area the project will also offer a valuable and uniquely local leisure activity.

This year, to mark the bicentenary of the canal the Devizes lantern parade will be going to the wharf where there will be lighted buildings and boats. While we are excited about this celebration of the canal, we are also keen that more people find out about the history and heritage of the waterway which is such a distinctive feature of Devizes in this, it's 200th year. Volunteers will be opening the musum in the afternoon of the 26 November which people can visit free of charge. We will also be having a stall in the Christmas market. We would like to encourage people to really make the connection between their town, the waterway and their heritage and one very sucessful way in which we have done this in the past is by using a historical interpriter. Using his intricate research into the character of 'John Rennie' who built the waterway, he gives people a facinating insight into the history of the canal. This money would pay for him to lead free guided walks in the afternoon.
