With the inclusion of the following conditions: 
 

 All windows and doors on the premises to be kept closed after 23:00hrs except for 
access and egress. 

 To undertake regular noise monitoring to the outside area of the premises during 
events.  

 To display prominent notices requesting patrons to leave the premises quietly. 

 A contact telephone number to be made available to local residents which can be 
used to report noise disturbance. 

 
Reasons: 
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Mr Stephens on behalf of the Applicant referred to the written statement from Wadworth 
& Co submitted within the Agenda Supplement and confirmed that he had no further 
information to give to the Sub Committee. 
 
Miss Hobbs who had made a relevant representation was not present at the hearing. 
 
The Sub Committee noted that although Miss Hobbs raised concerns relating to public 
safety, public nuisance and potential for crime and disorder, there had been no recorded 
complaints from other residents, no representations had been received from the Parish 
Council or any of the responsible authorities and no other evidence relating to these 
concerns had been presented to the Sub Committee. 
 
In reaching its decision the Sub Committee also considered the relevant provisions of 
the Licensing Act 2003 (in particular Sections 4 and 35); the guidance issued under 
Section 182 of the Act and the Licensing Policy of Wiltshire Council. 
 
Right of Appeal: 
 
All parties have the right to appeal to the Magistrates Court within 21 days of receipt of 
the written decision. Any person has the right to request a Review of the Licence, in 
accordance with the provisions of section 51 of the Licensing Act 2003.
