Bradford on Avon old Golf Course — The Chairman thanked everyone
involved in producing the film and explained that the old golf course was
a reserved site for housing and there was a powerful argument to remove
it from the reserved site. Following a question about why additional
housing was necessary the Chairman explained that there was a
continual shortage of housing across the country and Councils are tasked
by the Government to identify and allocate suitable parcels of land to
cover the housing need. This would be discussed further by the Town
Council on Thursday 13 June 2024.
