Stop and Search information for Salisbury CPT

During the 12 months leading to December 2021, 152 stop
and searches were conducted in the Salisbury area of which
77.6% related to a search for controlled drugs.

During 68.0% of these searches, no object was found. In
32.2% of cases, an object was found. Of these cases 76.3%
resulted in a no further action disposal; 23.7% resulted in
police action being taken; 7.2% resulted in an arrest.

We have three Closure Orders in place in and around Salisbury at present, which we are
confinuing to monitor and enforce where breaches are reported. We will continue to work in
partnership with Wiltshire Council to identify properties responsible for localised ASB and secure
Closure Orders for these properties, in order to protect those deemed as vulnerable. Closure
Orders are powerful tools that we can use to address ASB originating from an address or
location and are particularly useful in dealing with ASB associated to drug use and drug
dealing.
