We are continuing to work in partnership with Wiltshire Council to identify properties responsible for
localised ASB and secure Closure Orders for these properties. We have one address in the Amesbury area
at present with a Closure Notice and this is being regularly checked and enforced action is being taken
where necessary. Closure Orders are powerful tools that we can use to address ASB originating from an
address or location and are particularly useful in dealing with ASB associated to drug use and drug
dealing.

Non Dwelling
Burglaries

We have seen an increase in non-dwelling burglaries across the area, whereby garages, outhouses and
sheds have been targeted. Items stolen include power tools, bikes and garden machinery. High visibility
patrols are being undertaken in known hot spot areas. Rural areas are being most affected. A number of
bike marking consultations have been carried out by the team and further sessions are planned in the
coming weeks. We are continuing to work with our cross boarder forces in identifying possible suspects.
