Project Summary:

The Winterslow youth club is gradually coming together following a number of years of not having sufficient volunteers to
run it. The next pop up youth event will be mainly led by youth outreach officers from the Rural Youth Outreach Project,
relying partly upon the volunteers also. The November pop up will be quickly succeeded by a December pop up, and for all
subsequent youth pop ups or youth nights a low maintenance method of providing a warm tea is felt necessary. The area
board is asked to consider funding 3 toastie makers for all subsequent youth nights and the tea for the November pop up.
Subsequent catering costs will be covered by the Rural Youth Outreach Project in the short term and the Winterslow Youth
Club in the long term

Funding

Project Summary:
Celebrating Age Wiltshire (CAW) will use arts & heritage activities to reach the most isolated older people in the Southern

Wiltshire area, helping to tackle loneliness and aiming to improve their health and wellbeing through creative and artistic
engagement. In particular CAW will target those people who are vulnerable and socially isolated due to frailty, ill health,
dementia, poor mobility or caring responsibilities. Our programme has developed four different strands of both live and
online activity to meet the needs of this group. CAW is a partnership of community organisations across the county with
Wiltshire Music Centre as lead organisation.

1. Background

Area Boards have authority to approve funding under powers delegated to them. Under the Scheme of Delegation Area Boards must
adhere to the Area Board Funding and Grants Criteria. This document is available on the council's website.

Three funding streams are available to the Area Board, each with an annually awarded amount. These funding streams are as follows:

¢ Community Area Grants (capital)
¢ Young People (revenue)
¢ Health and Wellbeing (revenue)

The Area Board will be advised of the funding available prior to their first meeting of each financial year.

2. Main Considerations

2.1. Councillors need to be satisfied that the applications meet the requirements as set out in the Area Board Funding and Grants
Criteria and that the health and wellbeing and young person’s funding guidelines have been adhered to.

2.2. Councillors must ensure that the distribution of funding is in accordance with the Scheme of Delegation to Area Boards.

2.3. Councillors need to consider any recommendations made by sub-groups of the Area Boards.

3. Environmental & Community Implications

Grant funding will contribute to the continuance and/or improvement of cultural, social and community activity and wellbeing in the
community area, the extent of which will be dependent upon the individual project.

4. Financial Implications

Councillors must ensure that the Area Board has sufficient funding available to cover the grants awarded.
