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4. New Issues / Issues Requiring A Decision 

a)  Issue No: 13-22-06 
 
Winterbourne PC 
Request for improved 
pedestrian access to the bus 
stops and post box on the A338 
in the vicinity of Hurdcott Lane. 

It is proposed to split this issue into two projects. The first being 
improvements to the link from Hurdcott Lane to the bus stop and 
the second being the improvements to WINT28. 
 
The first project is a matter for the LHFIG to consider and fund 
in its entirety. 
 
With respect to the second project then Wiltshire Council have 
accepted that returning WINT28 to a state where it is fully 
accessible to pedestrians is something that they will, to some 
extent, have to fund. However, it has been proposed by the 
Highways Asset and Rights of Way Teams that this project is 
developed via the LHFIG if it is a community priority. Whilst 
improvements to WINT28 could be taken forward fully outside 
of the LHFIG process the project would have to compete for 
design resource alongside all other highways projects that the 
Council is seeking to deliver. Once a scheme has been 
developed the aforementioned teams will determine how any 
proposed works will be funded. 
 
The group are to discuss the above approach and determine if 
they support it and if they do which of the projects they wish to 
take forward as a priority at this location. 

The group discussed this issue at 
length and acknowledged that 
whilst addressing the issues with 
WINT28 was a matter for Wiltshire 
Council to address they did not 
believe that it was an issue for the 
LHFIG to take forward. 
 
CP indicated that he supported 
this position but asked that he be 
advised who within Wiltshire 
Council would be responsible for 
addressing the issues with 
WINT28, what action would be 
undertaken and the timescales for 
undertaking any action. PS 
advised that he would provide this 
information. 
 
The group agreed to continue 
supporting the development of 
improvements to enable better 
access to the existing bus shelter 
for residents of Hurdcott Lane. CP 
asked that proposals be 
developed and brought back to the 
next meeting of the group for a 
funding decision.

c)  Issue No: 13-22-30 
 
Laverstock & Ford PC 
Request for additional traffic 
calming measures in Roman 
Road, Ford 

The PC have received a request from a local resident for the 
introduction of additional traffic calming features in Roman 
Road, Ford to address speeding concerns. Traffic surveys have 
been undertaken at two locations in Roman Road (Location 1 
and Location 2). 
 
At Location 1 the results of the survey recorded the 85th 
percentile speed of traffic using the road to be 31mph and the 
average speed of traffic using the road to be 26mph. The results 
of the traffic survey indicate that a speeding problem does not 
exist at the location surveyed. Under the Council’s criteria for 
addressing speeding concerns the speed of traffic at this 
location is below the level for further intervention to be 
considered. 
 
At Location 2 the results of the survey recorded the 85th 
percentile speed of traffic using the road to be 39mph and the 
average speed of traffic using the road to be 33mph. Under the 
Council’s criteria for addressing speeding concerns this location 

The group discussed this issue at 
length with several members 
indicating that they believed 
speeding to a be a problem in 
Roman Road. 
 
JE, NB and TD felt that Auto 
Speed Watch was a measure that 
could be consider but it would like 
only be beneficial if the data it 
collected could be used to 
prosecute speeding motorists and 
that the introduction of further 
physical traffic calming features 
should be considered alongside 
the possible use of Auto Speed

At the previous meeting of the group AO and SC expressed 
concerns around the raising of this issue and agreed to discuss 
the matter further with the PC. Subject to confirmation that the 
PC support the request the estimated cost of providing two 
pedestrians in road warning signs complemented with SLOW 
road markings, is £2,360 (LHFIG contribution £1572 / PC 
contribution £590). [Note: This figure includes a 25% 
contingency]. 
 
If the PC wished to just go with the warning signs without the 
SLOW road markings, then the estimated cost of the works 
would be £1,154 (LHFIG contribution £865.50 / PC contribution 
£288.50). [Note: This figure includes a 25% contingency]

on the issue and then advise the 
group how they wished to 
proceed.

Laverstock & Ford PC 
Request for disabled access 
improvements in the vicinity of 
the Old Sarum Garden Centre 
on The Portway 

The PC have received a request from the manager of the Old 
Sarum Garden Centre for improvements to make it easier for 
wheelchair users to access the Garden Centre. The request 
asked for the provision of dropped kerbs, a reduction in speed 
limit and the provision of pedestrians crossing warning signs. 
The PC in supporting the request have indicated that they would 
like to see the following measures considered: 
 

 Installation of dropped kerbs on both sides of the road to 
facilitate crossing the road. 

The group discussed the issues 
raised and the various aspects of 
the requests in detail. 
 
The group supported the provision 
of a pair of dropped kerbs and the 
provision of warning signs at this 
location.

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 The provision of a footway on the Garden Centre side of the 
road to link the Garden and Bradbury House with the Old 
Sarum Housing Estate. 

 A reduction in speed limits and additional signage subject to 
costs. 

 
In principle the provision of dropped kerbs is possible. As a 
general guide the cost of the provision of a pair of dropped kerbs 
is in the region of £2,500 to £3,000 depending on site specific 
conditions. It is noted that the request to provide dropped kerbs 
is to provide wheelchair access to between the bus stops 
located outside of the Garden Centre. In view of this, 
consideration should also be given to the provision of Kassel 
Kerbs at the bus stop to enable easier boarding/alighting of 
buses for wheelchair users. It is suggested that a proposal to 
provide dropped kerbs and Kassel kerbs is developed and 
brought to a future meeting of the group for a funding decision. 
 
The provision of a footway over the length requested looks 
possible in principle. However, further investigative and design 
work will be required to determine if a footway can be provided 
at this location. 
 
A speed limit assessment could be undertaken along The 
Portway. It should be noted though that in consideration of the 
guidance followed when determining speed limits the existing 
40mph speed limit is likely to be the lowest that would be 
recommended on this section of the road. In both a rural and 
urban environment there must be a certain level of frontage 
development present for a 30mph speed limit to be introduced. 
It is considered that there is insufficient frontage development 

provision of dropped kerbs and 
pedestrian crossing warning 
signs. 
 
That the PC approves the 
allocation of £1,340 towards the 
provision of dropped kerbs and 
pedestrian crossing warning 
signs. 
 
The group did not support the 
undertaking of a speed limit 
assessment on this section of The 
Portway. 
 
RC questioned if any evidence 
existed to show there was a need 
for the length of footway requested 
to be provided. PS advised that 
there was worn strip in the grass 
verge which likely indicated that 
pedestrians were walking along it. 
The group asked the PC to see if 
they could provide further 
evidence of the need for the 
footway before determining 
whether they wished to allocate 
resources to developing this 
aspect of the request.

If the PC wished to just go with the warning signs without the 
SLOW road markings, then the estimated cost of the works 
would be £1,154 (LHFIG contribution £865.50 / PC contribution

If the provision of the signs is supported before they are erected 
a traffic survey will need to be undertaken to ensure the signs 
are sited at the requisite distance from the crossing point. 
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f)  Issue No: 13-23-06 
 
Grimstead PC 
HGV’s using Windwhistle Lane 
as a cut through from the A36 
to Alderbury/Whaddon. 

The PC have advised that HGVs are using Windwhistle Lane as 
a cut through from the A36 to Alderbury/Whaddon, despite the 
presence of a 7.5t weight restriction being in place on the road. 
The PC have advised that the weight restriction is not enforced, 
and that HGVs are damaging the verge and water pipes at the 
junction of Windwhistle Lane and Grimstead Road 
 
The PC have requested the following options be considered for 
implementation: 
 

 No right turn into Windwhistle Lane from the A36 travelling 
towards Salisbury, with appropriate signage. 

 Making the road one way only from Grimstead Road to the 
A36 junction, with a left turn only onto the A36. 

 Closing the road completely to traffic, allowing walkers, 
horse riders and cyclists only, plus access only for residents, 
local farmers and delivery lorries from Grimstead Road. 

 
It is unclear why any HGVs on the A36 seeking to access 
Alderbury/Whaddon would turn into Windwhistle Lane. Such a 
manoeuvre would result in a significantly longer journey over a 
lower quality route for vehicles (presumably) seeking to access 
the Whaddon Business Park. 
 
It is stated that there is no enforcement of the existing weight 
restriction. The Police have moved towards a Community Lorry 
Watch approach (similar to Speed Watch) to help enforce weight 
limit restrictions (more information is available here). The PC 
and residents could consider adopting a similar approach at this 
location if they are not already doing so. 
 

RB clarified that the issue was 
HGV use of Windwhistle Lane in 
general and not specifically use by 
HGVs seeking to access 
Alderbury/Whaddon. 
 
Meeting to be arranged with the 
PC to discuss options available for 
addressing HGV use of 
Windwhistle Lane.

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It is also noted that there are no advance warning signs of the 
weight restriction on Windwhistle Lane present on the A36. The 
provision of such signs would potentially help keep HGVs on the 
A36. 
 
It is suggested that a traffic survey is undertaken to ascertain the 
level of use by HGVs using Windwhistle Lane to try and 
determine the extent of the problem. A standard traffic survey 
could be undertaken free of charge to the group / PC. However, 
there may be some benefit in undertaking a more extensive 
ANPR survey to try determine if vehicles are really using the 
route as suggested. However, the costs of this type of survey 
would be need to be met by the group. A meeting with the PC to 
discuss the potential options would also be of benefit.
