Together we are
engaging with licensed premises to support and assist owners, managers, staff and
members of the public in maintaining a safe environment and the prevention and
detection of Crime.

Op Sceptre (May 23) A national initiative to tackle knife crime through a period of
OPERATION @ infensified action.
SCEPTRE Across two weeks, Wiltshire Police coordinated activity which targets knife crime from
the root cause right through to enforcement.

Whether it's engaging with local communities, working with young people to dispel
myths around knives or carrying out test purchases with retailers — Op Scepitre
showcases the many varied and impactful ways in which Wiltshire Police is working 1o
reduce knife crime and tackle violence.
