Local Priorities & Updates

Priority Update

During the last 6 months, a significant amount of work has been completed in relation to youth gang violence
issues within Devizes. As a result of this, a significant number of individuals are now monitored by police/partner
agencies, with a custodial sentences also given.

Focus is now on intervention work and the neighbourhood team are actively working with local schools to deliver
key sessions around topics including healthy relationships and weapons. In addition, we are re-launching the
successful roots and shoots scheme.

Devizes Neighbourhood Policing Team are actively seeking a PSPO in relation to ‘street drinking’, in conjunction
with Devizes Town Council. This application is being progressed and we have received a draft copy- we are now
finalising in line with Wiltshire Council requirements.

A core current priority is to increase police visibility within the community, through both physical and online
Increase In police presence. There has been a real drive and significant focus on high visibility policing in rural villages. Over the last 3
visibility month period response and neighbourhood officers have recorded nearly 100 high visibility patrols in rural villages,
including engaging with shops/premises and community events. This will continue

Over the course of the last few months, a spike in drug use has been noted. As a result, in the last 2 months 4 drug
Drug use/supply warrants have been executed by the neighbourhood team with significant levels of drugs recovered, and
individuals arrested and subject to prosecution. Further drugs warrants are planned for the area.
