The facilities will be made good by
the Council before handover. The benefit to the community is that the site will
be brought back into full use. Currently, the pavilion is condemned due to
boiler failure and internal ceiling collapse. The ongoing maintenance of the
site will then fall to the clubs removing the financial burden of the site falling
to Wiltshire Council allowing monies to be used elsewhere within the county.
The site is an identified priority for the improvement of grass pitches within
the Football Associations, Local Football Facilities Plan (LFFP) for Wiltshire.
Within the current Wiltshire Playing Pitch Strategy (PPS) the site is listed as a
key local grass pitch, with the expectation it will become a priority within the
new Wiltshire PPS for 2024.
