e Excellent emergency exercise undertaken under auspices of WCC Emergency Planning
Team.

¢ Inconsiderate parking on double yellow lines continues to be an issue. We understand
that there is a lack of attendant resource which hopefully can be resolved very soon.
Failure to implement adequate monitoring encourages continued abuse and consequent
inconvenience to residents. Additional resources could be more than self-funding from
extra income generated.

e We note that there are only a limited number of grit bins available for distribution across
the County. We would be willing to consider partial funding of such bins locally if this
would increase the allocation.

e Complete resurfacing of Trim Tram footpath between Upper Castle Come and the lower
village successfully completed with the aid of a grant from Wiltshire Council. Usage has
increased substantially.
