We have been improving our sports facilities by providing a sports pavilion and multi use hard court on our sports 
ground for children and adults.  The play area is an alternative priority for our children.  The Area Board has a policy 
of encouraging improvement to facilities for the disabled.  
 
 
 
 How did you discover there was a need for your project and how will your project benefit your local 
community?

Parish Councillors have noticed how difficult it has been for parents and disabled children to access these 
facilities without a footpath.  There have been discussions between councillors and residents and poor 
access has been a recurrent problem.  The grassed area is very uneven and most parents find it very 
difficult to take the pushchairs or wheelchairs to the further most area of the playground.  Also it would be 
very difficult for adults and children to negotiate this play area without support.  We have recently installed 
a swing suitable for disabled children,  but access is patchy and hazardous without a pathway.  The council 
intends to eventually landscape the far area and provide another bench for visitors accompanying children 
to the playground as part of the Parish Council's commitment to improve these facilities for all the 
community.  The pathway will be part of a rolling programme of improvements to this facility by allowing 
access to all areas of the playground and not just limit visitors to those facilities provided near to the 
entrance.   
 

 

Any other information about your project. 
The play area has had several pieces of play equipment removed over the last two years due to wear and tear and 
the equipment did not meet with the latest health and safety regulations.  This meant that play facilities in Staverton 
were severely depleted and the community have suffered as a consequence.  We recently had several new pieces 
of equipment installed but funding was not available to install a footpath.  It is imperative that residents have full 
access to facilities by children in wheelchairs as well as those who are more fortunate.
