Road Safety

Following the closure of Lyneham Banks we have increased patrols around Lyneham and Bradenstoke in
order to support residents, resolve any traffic issues and prevent offences being committed. In addition to
this we continue to conduct speed checks across our entire area and road safety patrols around the
local schools.

The team continue to focus on problem areas within RWB town centre where young people congregate
and offences are committed. We are well supported by Wiltshire Council and other teams within Wiltshire
Police in tackling these issues. We have recently conducted a successful warrant at a takeaway premises

ASB / Drugs whereby a number of offences were found to be committed. The team are now assisting Trading
Standards with the ongoing investigation.
We are working with the RWB Academy to tackle incidents of bullying and ASB, both in and outside of
Harassment school. Although this is low level, the team recognises the importance of educating young people about

appropriate behaviour and resolving issues before they spread further
