Legal Implications

This hearingis governed by the Licensing Act2003 (Hearings) Regulations.
These provide that hearings should be held in public unless the Licensing
Authority considers that the public interest in excluding the public outweighs
the publicinterestin the hearing taking place in public.

The Applicant, and all persons who have made representations have been
informed of the date, time and location of the hearing and theirrightto attend
and be represented.

At the hearing all those who have made representations are entitled to
address the Sub Committee and to ask questions of another party, with the
consentof the Sub Committee.

Officer Recommendations

Officers are not permitted to make a recommendation — the decision isto be
reached by the members of the Licensing Sub Committee.

Right of Appeal



6.1 It should be noted thatthe Applicantand those persons who have made
representations may appeal the decision made by the Licensing Sub
Committee to the Magistrates Court. The appeal must be lodged with the
Magistrates Court within 21 days of the notification of the decision.

6.2 Inthe eventof an appeal beinglodged, the decision made by the Licensing
Sub Committee remains valid until any appeal is heard and any decision made
by the Magistrates Court.

6.3 A Responsible Authority or any person may apply to the Licensing Authority
for a Review of a Premises Licence. Whetheror not a Review Hearing takes
place is in the discretion of the Licensing Authority, but, if requested by a
person other than a Responsible Authority itwill not normally be granted within
the first 12 months except for the most compelling circumstances.
