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4. New Issues / Issues Requiring A Decision 

a)  Issue No: 12-24-05 
 
Request for measures to 
address pedestrian safety 
concerns on the access road 
leading to Nos. 1 to 16 
Hawksridge 

Housing Department have advised that the hedge in question 
was transferred to Salisbury City Council (SCC) as part of the 
Asset Transfer and as such any decision to reduce the height of 
the hedge to improve visibility of pedestrians walking along the 
access road would be theirs to make. SCC to be approached to 
see if they will reduce the height of the hedge. 
 
As previously advised the estimated cost of providing a 
pedestrian in the road warning sign is £210.00. [Note: This figure 
includes a 25% contingency]. 

SCC to be asked to reduce the 
height of the hedge in liaison with 
the Council’s Housing 
Department.

b)  Issue No: 12-24-10 
 
Traffic concerns in Lower 
Bemerton 

Results of traffic survey have been received and circulated to 
local members. Results showed that overall traffic levels using 
Lower Bemerton were lower now than at the time that the 20mph 
speed limit was introduced in 2014. The results of the traffic 
survey also showed that there had been no significant increase 
in the speed of traffic since the introduction of the 20mph speed 
limit and no significant speeding problems existed at the location 
surveyed. In consideration of the above no further action is to be 
undertaken with respect to the issues raised around the alleged 
increase in the volume and speed of traffic using Lower 
Bemerton. 
 
It was suggested that the increase in the volume of HGVs using 
Lower Bemerton was linked to the temporary traffic 
management measures in place for the Fisherton Gateway 
scheme. As those measures have now been removed it advised 
that use of the area by HGVs is monitored until the next meeting 
of the group before deciding whether any additional measures 
are required with respect to this issue. 

The members of the group agreed 
to close the speeding and volume 
of traffic aspects of this issue. 
 
The group agreed to monitor HGV 
use of the area following the 
completion of the Fisherton 
Gateway works until the next 
meeting of the group. 
 
JN asked if a meeting could be 
held with officers to look at options 
around the introduction of a One 
Way or Prohibition of Driving 
restriction at the junction of Church 
Lane and A36 Wilton Road.

2.2. If funding is allocated in line with LHFIG recommendations outlined in this report, and all relevant third party contributions are confirmed, 
Salisbury Area Board will have a remaining highways funding balance of £12,089.50 in the LHFIG allocation available for the 2024/2025 
financial year.
