Issue No: 12-24-19

Request for a 20mph speed
restriction in Harnham

The traffic surveys have now been completed. Overall, the
results present a very positive picture in terms of how vehicles
are travelling around the estate with both the average and 85™
percentile speeds being low. The highest average speed
recorded was 19.9mph, and the highest 85™" percentile speed
recorded was 24.7mph.

Wiltshire Council policy allows a sign only 20mph speed
restriction to be introduced where the average speed of vehicles
is below 24mph. The average speed of vehicles at all the sites
surveyed was well below 24mph. On this basis it is possible to
consider the introduction of a sign only 20mph speed restriction
covering the whole of the area surveyed.

Given both the low average and 85™ percentile speeds recorded
during the surveys the formal introduction of a 20mph speed
restriction would not bring about a significant reduction in the
speed of vehicles in the estate. As such the costs incurred in
introducing a 20mph speed restriction, the estimated cost of
which is £6-7k, and the ongoing requirement to maintain the
signs and road markings laid are somewhat difficult to justify at
this time.

The group are to discuss this issue and decide whether they
wish to support the introduction of a 20mph speed restriction in
the Harnham.

Request additional signing in
St.  Nicholas Road and
Ayleswade Road

A request has been received for the provision of additional
signage to stop reported issues of vehicles over 7.5t using St.
Nicholas Road and additional signage to address reported
issues of larges vehicles not realising Ayleswade Road is a cul-
de-sac.

The Ayleswade Road area is already covered by a 7.5t weight
restriction but it is noted that there is only one weight limit
restriction sign present at St. Nicholas Road and that is in very
poor condition, similarly the present at Britford Lane (West) are
in very poor condition. It is also noted that none of the weight
limit signs present have any end of restriction signs present,
which means that the weight restriction is legally unenforceable.
A full review of the weight limit signing to be undertaken and a
cost estimate produced for bringing the signing up to a standard
where the weight restriction is legally enforceable and brought
to the next meeting of the group for a funding decision. It should
be noted though because any changes to the weight limit
restriction signing will require associated illumination the costs
of any improvements will be greater than for a standard signing
scheme.

It is not possible to provide a no through road sign at the
Ayleswade Road junction as it is a through road to both Britford
Lane (West) and Swan Close. However, it would be possible to
replace the existing street nameplates with new versions with
Cul-De-Sac text added.

The estimated cost of providing new street nameplates is
£470.53. [Note: This figure includes a 25% contingency].

The group discussed this issue in
detail and agreed to support the
request of additional directional
sign to direct HGVsto exit the area
via Harnham Road.

PS advised that £500 would need
to be allocated to allow for the
provision of the additional
directional sign.

It is highly unlikely that any formal crossing facility could be
provided at this location, particularly on the Laverstock Road
arm of the junction, which is the arm that would need to be
crossed to gain access to The Avenue, because of the legal
requirements for forward visibility of a formal crossing facility.
The school could be approached and asked to reconsider
allowing pedestrians to walk through their grounds. The school
could also be approached and asked to remove some of their
existing planting which may improve visibility of the existing
dropped kerb crossing point.

The group are to discuss this issue.

The group acknowledged the
problem crossing at the location in
guestion and the issues in
providing an improved facility at
this location.

The group requested that a
meeting be held with Godolphin
School to discuss the issue and
potential improvements involving
amendments to the schools
boundary wall and hedge.

Request for a mini roundabout
at the junction of the A3094
Netherhampton Road and
Wellworthy Drive

A resident of Halfpenny Road has requested the installation of
a mini roundabout at the junction of A3094 Netherhampton
Road and Wellworthy Drive to address problems they are having
exiting the Wellworthy Drive estate onto the A3094.

DfT regulations only allow the installation of mini roundabouts
on the roads where all approaches are subject to a speed limit
of 30 mph or less. Their use on roads with a higher speed limit
is not recommended as it is seldom possible to achieve
adequate deflection, and the marking may not be sufficiently
conspicuous at higher speeds.

The location where the mini roundabout has been requested is
currently subject to a 40mph speed limit so as such a mini
roundabout cannot be provided. It is recommended that this
issue is closed.

The acknowledged that a mini
roundabout cannot be provided at
the location requested and agreed
to close this issue.

Request to amend the Off-
Street Parking Order

Clir McGrath has submitted a request for the off-street parking
order to be amended to allow Residents Parking Zone E permit
holders living in Rampart Road only to be allowed to park in
Culver Street Car Park in response to cars parking on Rampart
Road being damaged by vehicles travelling along the road. Such
a change would provide said residents with an alternative
parking option that would prevent their cars being damaged.

For such a change to be considered to the off-street parking
order the Cabinet Member for Highways would first have to
approve a change to the Salisbury Residents Parking Terms &
Conditions. The Cabinet Member for Highways to be
approached about approving such a change.

Subject to such a change being agreed by the Cabinet Member
for Highways a budget allocation of £1,000 would be required to
complete the legal work to amend the off-street parking order.

Speeding concerns in Ashley
Road

Clir Charleston has raised concerns about speeding traffic in
Ashley Road. In line with the Council’'s approved process when
concerns are raised about speeding the first thing the Council
seeks to dois undertake a traffic survey. A traffic survey records
the volume and speed of traffic using a road. The results of this
survey will then help to determine if speeding is creating a
highway safety problem in the road surveyed and what, if any,
measures would be appropriate to deal with the problems
identified. The person raising the concerns about speeding is
asked to complete and return a traffic survey application form to
ensure that a traffic survey is undertaken at the point in the road
where their concerns exist and to avoid any suggestions that the
survey equipment was placed at a location that is advantageous
to the Council.

Request for additional footway
in Lower Bemerton

Three residents of Quidhampton have raised pedestrian safety
concerns about the lack of footway between Bemerton Farm
and the area adjacent to the toilet block, particularly concerning
the walking route for parents and children of Quidhampton
attending Bemerton St. John’s Primary School. The originators
of the issues have requested the provision of a formal footway
in the area concerned. The originators of the issues also raised
issues around school run parking, overgrown foliage and poor
condition of existing signage. These issues were discussed at a
meeting held before Christmas 2024 attended by, amongst
others, John Glen MP, the Director of Highways for Wiltshire
Council, the Police, a representative of Bemerton St. John’s
Primary School and Clir Jeremy Nettle.

Following that meeting the Wiltshire Council Highways
Maintenance Team have been instructed to replace those signs
in poor condition and arrange for overhanging foliage to be cut
back. This team are also investigating the re-establishment of a
footpath (believed to be under the control of the management
company that manage Bemerton Farm) which would reduce the
length of road that pedestrians would have to walk in. The
Wiltshire Council Parking Services Team have been instructed
to arrange for the faded waiting restrictions to be re-marked.

As was advised at the meeting the provision of additional
measures would be dependent on the school producing an
update to date school travel plan which would allow them to bid
for funding through the Council's Taking Action On School
Journey’s initiative and/or the LHFIG process, this advice was
previously provided to the school in May 2024. The Council’'s
School Travel Plan Officer has also contacted the school

The group acknowledged the
issue raised.

RR advised the group that he was
working on a proposals to provide
a kerbed footway along the section
of the road where there is currently
no footway  provision  for
discussion with officers in due
course.

SH proposed allocating £2,089.50
for the provision of an advisory on
carriageway footway subject to the
area being suitable for such a

facility under relevant design
guidance, noting that RR’s
proposals were likely to be

relatively expensive and take
some time to deliver on the ground
and this approach would not
prevent RR’s proposals coming
forward at a later date. The group
supported this approach.

Request to remove a parking
bay in Kelsey Road to facilitate
the putting out of household
bins

H W White Ltd are responsible for managing Cleveland Flats in
Fairview Road and have requested that a parking bay in Kelsey
Road should be shortened to facilitate the putting out of bins
from the flats via an existing dropped kerb access.

The shortening of the parking bay is technically possible through
the promotion of a TRO amendment. The dropped kerb access
was originally installed as vehicular access but does not operate
and has not operated as a vehicular access since at least 1995
when the Residents Parking Zone C bay currently in front of the
dropped kerb was first introduced. Given that the bins from the
flats have been able to be emptied for the past 30 years with the
parking bay in place the group will need to determine whether
they support the removal of the parking bay, particularly as there
other accesses to Cleveland Flats that the management
company could potentially use in the putting out of bins and
there is no specific requirement on the Council to ensure that
the dropped kerb access is not being obstructed when it is not
being used as vehicular access.

If the group do support the removal of the parking bay, they
should consider whether they wish to ask the management
company to fund all the costs associated with making the
change given that the shortening of the parking bay as the
Council would potentially be using public money for private
betterment.

The group discussed this issue
and supported the requested
amendment to the parking bay
subject to all costs associated with
amendment being met by H W
White Ltd.

CM asked that it be noted that he
did not supported the proposed
amendment to the parking bay.

Residents of Milford Mill Road, headed by the Milford Area
Preservation Group (MAPG) have again raised concerns about
the speed and volume of traffic using the road.
