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Background

Area Boards have authority to approve Area Grants under powers delegated to
them by the Deputy Leader and Cabinet member for Community Services

(27 February 2010). Under the Scheme of Delegation Area Boards must adhere to
the Area Board Grants Guidance for funding.

In accordance with the Scheme of Delegation, any recommendation of an Area
Board that is contrary to the funding criteria would need the approval of the Leader,
the appropriate Cabinet Member or the Cabinet.

In accordance with the Area Board Grants Guidance officers are required to
provide recommendations in their report, however, the decision to support
applications and to what level is made by Wiltshire Councillors on this Area Board.

EXAMPLE Two applicants withdrew their applications and hope to reapply at a
future date. One application did not meet the funding criteria and was referred to
Charities Information Bureau (CIB) for support to seek funding from elsewhere.
CIB work on behalf of Wiltshire Council to support community and voluntary
groups, town and parish councils to seek funding for community projects and
schemes both from the Area Board and other local and national funding sources.

Funding applications will be considered at every Area Board meeting.

Amesbury Area Board has been allocated a 2010/2011 budget of £50,455 for
community grants, community partnership core funding and councillor led
initiatives. The carry forward from the 2009/2010 budget is £6,088.44. This leaves
a total budget at the start of the year of £56,543.44 for the 2010/2011 budget.

A decision has been made in 2010/2011 that paper copies of funding applications
will no longer appear as part of the agenda in an attempt to reduce volume of
paper used. However, the application forms will be available on the Wiltshire
Council web site and hard copies available upon request.

The 2010/2011 funding criteria and application forms are available on the council’s
website (www.wiltshire.gov.uk/areaboards) or paper versions are available from the
Community Area Manager.

The application demonstrates a link to the Community Plan which identified a need
to provide more facilities and access to education for children and young people.

The application meets locally agreed / area board priorities

Brambles Pre School is a registered charity run preschool, which is aiming for
Forest School status next year. To establish this they need an outdoor classroom,
this consisting of a Gazebo, Outdoor Easels, Picnic benches, Outdoor toys and
play equipment.

The aim is to undertake the majority of children’s learning outdoors regardless of
the weather where possible. This will benefit children at Brambles and Fighledean
C of E Primary School. Committee members have pledged to undertake the
building of structures needed.

Brambles Pre School is a new charity set up and opened on 12" September 2011
and are Ofstead approved they support Fighelden School with a breakfast club /
after school club supported by local councillors and community members.

To offer unique learning objectives and able to offer holiday clubs during half term
to children of Fighledean and the School.

The majority of children are from military families and therefore the project provides
a wider benefit to these children enabling them to experience new and exciting
ways of learning.

The project links up Public houses and Shops via a radio and CCTYV link thus
warning others if there is potential for anti social behaviour within the town and
enabling door staff to be vigilant.

8.3.1. Officer Recommendation is for approval as the application meets with the grant
criteria 2011/12.
8.3.2. The application meets the Community Area Grant criteria 2010/11
8.3.3. The application demonstrates a link to the Stonehenge Community Plan 2004-9
which identified a need for community halls, leisure and cultural activities for young
people and additional community facilities.
8.3.4. The application meets locally agreed/area board priorities
8.3.5. The Reading room is within the village hall which currently has a ‘Cob’ wall. These
walls are permanently damp and the hall smells musty. Community members have
commented that if this was rectified the hall would again be used much more
frequently and foster greater community participation. The project aims to erect a
new wall inside the hall and damp screen the existing wall with a ventilated
membrane; redecorate, and provide storage cupboards, curtains, tables and
chairs.

able to go ahead in part.
