STREET COLLECTION POLICY 
 

 

 

Policy within the City 

 

1. Two collections on any one day 
 

2. Three collections are permitted, during the late night shopping days, prior to 
Christmas and the Tuesday and Saturdays in December. 
 

3. At two, of three locations, either the Old George Mall, Maltings or the City Centre, 
excluding the two shopping Malls. 
 

4. Between 0800 and 1800 hours except the late night shopping evenings, when the 
time is extended to 2100. 
 

5. Charities can benefit from only two collections per year, except the Mayor’s Appeal, 
which is allowed to collect during the three days of the pleasure fair in October plus 
two other days. 
 

6. Collections which take place in supermarket car parks/entrance to stores are not 
included in the above, although a permit is required, unless the collection is actually 
inside the store. 
 

7. On the 1
st
 January each year we welcome applications for the next year, from local 

charities and those with a Home Office Exemption for H to H (only to distinguish the 
National charities). 
 

8. Those smaller charities, which are not local, may apply from September for the 
following year. 
 

9. Each professional fund raiser i.e. the direct debit collectors, are regarded as a charity 
and permitted to collect in Salisbury on two occasions each year. 

 

Areas outside the City 

 

1 Only one collection per day 
 

2 Charities are not limited to the number of occasions they may benefit from a 
collection.
