This facilitator is
a survivor herself, was a volunteer and is now a paid Programme Facilitator.

We also run Programmes in Salisbury City , we will apply to Salisbury Area board.

The Programme Facilitator provides workshops to Children's Centre Family Support Workers.

Spurgeons manages 6 Children's Centres Wiltshire, family support worker support women before, during and after
the Programme.

We work in parternship with Army Welfare who, provide services in kind, i.e. premises and volunteers. We work with
Splitz who provide 1:1 support to women in crisis.

The Freedom Programme has received additonal funding from St. Mary's Trust, we have applied again for funding
for 2012.

We work with Community Safety Partnership when women and children are at risk of harm.
