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Southern Wiltshire Area Board — Themes for 2012/13

Purpose of the Report

1. To present the results from the consultation on the themes for 2012/13

Introduction:

In April 2012 the Area Board consulted residents on its theme for the year.

This year we took 6 potential themes that had emerged through our community
planning events and area board discussions. We then asked residents to rank both
the importance and achievability of each of the possible themes. The results were as
follows:

Results from the online survey — 99 respondents:
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Results from the meeting in April — 32 respondents:
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The outcome:

1. Footpaths emerged as an achievable theme, also scoring high on
importance.

2. Community Safety is the most important theme. Residents think that projects
under this theme would be achievable.

3. Volunteering emerged as both important and achievable, slightly behind
footpaths and community safety.

What’s next?

The subsequent agenda items set out proposals to take these three themes forward.
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
