The financial sustainability will be very low, but it has been agreed with the parents of the targetted beneficiaries will 
provide the regular monitoring of the facilities and provide local volunteers for any work that they can carry out. 
Additional funding will be met by a combination of local fund raising and donations from the Parish Council. The 
regular ongoing maintenance of additional facilities within the play area will be provided by the 'South West Funding 

for Play'  initiative, from the Wiltshire Council.
