Parents often block our driveway. We
are concerned that the no waiting
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restriction will increase this problem.

We are also concerned that these no
waiting restrictions will apply all the
time, whereas the problem only occurs
around school start and end times, in
term time. Outside of these times there
is no particular problem.

Could the option of a peak time only
restriction be considered, so that the
restriction is not applied when it is not
necessary?

We understand the need for this
proposal as at school times the parking
is very congested and chaotic. What we
do not understand, or agree with, is the
need for no parking at any time, why is
this necessary?

We think this proposal is very unfair to
residents and their visitors who would
like to park their vehicles close to their
houses. Some people are elderly and
visitors disabled. May we suggest
restrictions to apply only during school
hours and term times.

Secondly why is there no proposal for
yellow lines at the junction of School
Lane with the B3105. Cars are always
parked on this junction (at school times)
outside the Emmaus School.

In conclusion whilst we agree there is a
need for no parking during school
hours, we strongly object to no waiting
at any time restrictions. There is not a
problem at any other time other than at
8.45 am and 3.00 pm during term time.

There are no proposals for waiting restrictions at
the junction of School Lane and the B3105
because the Highway Code states vehicles should
not park within 10 metres of a junction.

There are no proposals at this time to implement
waiting restrictions on the junction of the B3105.
However, this will be highlighted to the local
Community Police Officer who can identify if a
further need for waiting restrictions is required.
This will be dealt with at a later date.

The restriction will impede on the
freedom of residents and their visitors
to park their vehicles close to their
houses at times convenient to the
residents.

The current expansion of the school is a
problem that has been created not by
residents and to penalise them even
further is totally unacceptable. May
residents recognise the current problem
and selectively avoid, where possible,

Proposed scheme will “clog up” School
Lane even further at other pressure
points and will create more problems
and danger elsewhere in School Lane.

We recognise the dropping off/parking
is a problem, and has been reasonably
self regulated in the past, it seems
unnecessary to make a formal
arrangement of such draconian
magnitude (i.e. 24 hrs a day, 365 days a
year) when the difficulty only exists at
school times only.

If the Council consider a restriction to
be really necessary for the safety of the
children then this should be applicable
at school times and not a blanket ban
on parking. We wish to find a solution
that is acceptable to all parties, whilst
inconveniencing people as little as
possible, and whilst maintaining the
safety of all users of School Lane.

We would like to object to proposals for
parking restrictions in School Lane.

We are elderly and need parking
available by the house. This proposal
bans parking totally and is unnecessary
because parking is not an issue most of
the time, except at school times and in
term time.

This proposal is unacceptable as it
affects the residents of School Lane
adversely.
